Instructions for Set-up & Break-down

3. Set up begins at 6:30 am Saturday, September 27th.  All vehicles must be parked by 8:15am.  
a. You may set also up on Friday afternoon between 1:00 and 5:00 pm.  If you do so then you will be responsible for securing your valuables. 
b. A security guard will be on duty Friday night as a deterrent only.
4. Enter Fisherman’s Park at the intersection of Farm & Wilson Streets.  

a. Proceed down Farm Street and turn left.

b. Someone will be at unloading site to check you in and direct you to your appropriate site.

c. If you need assistance unloading, please advise someone at check in.

d. Unload between permanent park restrooms and the pavilion.  Space is limited so unload quickly, take turns, and return your car to the parking area.  (See Vendor Parking on the map).

e. The parking area will be closed at 8:15 am and will reopen at 4:00 pm.  

f. Let us know in advance if you have special needs.

5. Event time is 9:00am to 4:00pm.  Exhibitors are expected to stay the entire time.  
6. Breakdown will begin at 4:00 pm. 
7. Each exhibitor is expected to leave their space clean at the end of the day.
